KORD DEFENCE PTY LTD today announced that it had licensed Thales Australia to use Kord's
patented interface technology within the Rifle Input Control — an ingenious soldier systems control
and integration technology.

The jointly developed five-button controller is designed for use by dismounted close combat soldiers.
It provides a fast and simple way of remotely controlling devices attached to their weapon, body or
helmet, without the need to take their eyes off the task or their hands off the weapon.

The companies are currently working on two versions of the RIC. The first will be fully integrated into
the Austeyr rifle, which is manufactured by Thales and scheduled to be enhanced under the
Defence Materiel Organisation’s LAND 125 — Lethality project.

A second version, which has potential for significant export sales, comprises a standalone unit that
can be fitted to the Steyr, as well as many other assault rifles in service around the world.

Thales and Kord have been collaborating for around three years, and the new agreement takes the
project a step closer to full production. Ruggedized trial versions are expected to be available in mid
2009, with full production capability later the same year.

Dr Peter Moran, Kord’s managing director, said the signing marked a significant step in the evolution
of his company and the overall development of the RIC technology.
